SYSTEM DESIGN TASK FORCE (SDTF)

SCOPE

General Statement:

Conduct reviews and provide recommendations regarding equipment used on the New England bulk power system.  Review and where necessary develop minimum design standards for EHV facilities within NEPOOL.

Responsibilities:

Provide a forum for the free exchange of information affecting equipment used on the New England bulk power system.

Review and where necessary develop guidelines for determining thermal ratings of transmission lines and terminal equipment installed on the New England bulk power system.

As requested, provide guidance, within the SDTF’s level of expertise, to NEPOOL Reliability Committee in the formation of the 18.4 and TCA (formerly 15.5) Application recommendations.

As needed, identify design, engineering and construction issues that are common to PTF and other New England bulk power system facilities.

Periodically review previous SDTF reports and update as required.

Identify the need for conducting special investigations or developing new documents.

Perform assignments as directed by the NEPOOL Reliability Committee.

Coordinate activities with those of other task forces and working groups as necessary.
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
