• Patriot Partnership LLC (“Patriot”)

These materials are submitted in order to expand NEPOOL membership to include East Avenue, 

Food City, Garland Power, Garland Manufacturing, Louis Dreyfus, NECC-D and Patriot (collectively, the 
“Applicants”) and to terminate the Participant status of Lowell Power. 

                                                 
1  Capitalized terms used but not defined in this filing are intended to have the same meaning given to 

such terms in the Second Restated New England Power Pool Agreement (the “Second Restated NEPOOL 
Agreement”), the Participants Agreement, or the ISO New England Inc. (“ISO-NE”) Transmission, Markets 
and Services Tariff (“ISO-NE Tariff”). 
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I. MEMBER APPLICATIONS 

Food City, which operates a grocery store in Lewiston, Maine, has indicated that it will 
participate in NEPOOL as a Small End User for governance purposes only.  Accordingly, Food City has 
elected to be a Governance Only Member. 

East Avenue, a Related Person of Food City and a licensed competitive electricity provider in the 
State of Maine,2 has indicated that it will participate in the New England Markets solely to serve the load 
of Food City.  Accordingly, East Avenue will be a Market Participant End User. 

Garland Manufacturing, a company engaged in the manufacturing of mallets and hammers in 
Saco, Maine, has indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL as a Small End User for governance 
purposes only.  Accordingly, Garland Manufacturing has elected to be a Governance Only Member. 

Garland Power, a Related Person of Garland Manufacturing and a licensed competitive 
electricity provider in the State of Maine,3 has indicated that it will participate in the New England 
Markets solely to serve the load of Garland Power.  Accordingly, Garland Power will be a Market 
Participant End User.  

Louis Dreyfus has indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL as a financial marketer/trader (an 
entity that submits Increment Offers and/or Decrement Bids in the Day-Ahead Market) and a power 
marketer (an entity that purchases as a principal or as a principal and a broker at wholesale electric energy 
and capacity for resale to wholesale customers and resells such energy and capacity to wholesale 
customers in New England).  NEPOOL notes that Louis Dreyfus filed materials for engaging in power 
marketing activities under market-based rates and that those materials were accepted by letter order dated 
June 27, 2007 in Docket No. ER07-892-000.  

NECC-D has indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL as a financial marketer/trader and a 
power marketer.  NEPOOL notes that NECC-D filed materials for engaging in power marketing activities 
under market-based rates and that those materials were accepted by letter order dated December 27, 2007 
in Docket Nos. ER08-74-000 and ER08-74-001.  

Patriot has indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL as a power marketer.  NEPOOL notes 
that Patriot filed materials for engaging in power marketing activities under market-based rates and that 
those materials were accepted by letter order dated February 1, 2008 in Docket Nos. ER08-325-000 and 
ER08-325-001.

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II. TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP 

 Pursuant to Section 16.1(a) of the Second Restated NEPOOL Agreement, “[a]ny Participant shall 
have the right to terminate its status as a Participant upon no less than sixty (60) days’ prior written notice 
given to the Secretary of the Participants Committee.”  Lowell Power has provided such notice, 
requesting waiver of the sixty days’ notice requirement.  (See Attachment 16).  In light of the timing of 
the receipt of Lowell Power’s request, the Membership Subcommittee granted a waiver of a portion of the 
sixty days’ notice requirement, approving a February 1, 2008 termination date.  If the termination of the 
membership of Lowell Power is accepted for filing by the Commission, Lowell Power will be excused 
from its obligation to pay Pool charges and relieved of its other Pool obligations and responsibilities from 
and after February 1, 2008.4 
 
III. PARTICIPANT NAME CHANGES

IV. REQUESTED EFFECTIVE DATES 

 Each of the Applicants has requested expedited consideration of its membership application.  
Expedited consideration of the termination of Lowell Power is also requested.  Accordingly, the 
NEPOOL Participants Committee requests that the Commission waive any applicable notice requirements 
to permit the NEPOOL membership of East Avenue, Food City, Garland Power, Garland Manufacturing, 
Louis Dreyfus, NECC-D and Patriot to become effective March 1, 2008, and the termination of the 
Participant status of Lowell Power to become effective February 1, 2008. 
 
V.  ADDITIONAL SUPPORTING INFORMATION 

The NEPOOL Participants Committee has the authority, pursuant to Section 3.1 of the Second 
Restated NEPOOL Agreement and Sections 8.1.3(f) and (g) of the Participants Agreement, to act on an 
Entity’s application to become a Participant in NEPOOL.  By delegation of authority, the Participants 
Committee has authorized the Membership Subcommittee to approve applications and terminations which

Accordingly, no additional facilities are to be installed or 
modified by the Participants in order for Applicants to become Participants in NEPOOL pursuant to the 
Second Restated NEPOOL Agreement. 

An electronic copy of this filing has been furnished to all the members and alternates of the 
Participants Committee, which represent all of the electric utilities rendering or receiving service under 
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the ISO-NE Tariff,6 as well as each of the independent power producers, power marketers, power brokers, 
load aggregators, customer-owned utility systems, merchant transmission providers, developers, and end 
users that are currently Participants in the Pool.  This transmittal letter and the accompanying materials 
have also been sent to the governors and electric utility regulatory agencies for the six New England 
states which comprise the New England Control Area, and to the New England Conference of Public 
Utilities Commissioners, Inc.
