The New England Power Pool (“NEPOOL”) Participants Committee1 hereby submits an 
original and six (6) copies of this transmittal letter along with counterpart signature pages of the New 
England Power Pool Agreement, dated as of September 1, 1971, as amended (“Second Restated 
NEPOOL Agreement”) executed by the following Entities (collectively, the “Applicants”):

Also included are materials supporting the termination of the membership of Bolt Trading, 
LLC (“Bolt”).  These materials are submitted in order to expand NEPOOL membership to include

1  Capitalized terms used but not defined in this filing are intended to have the same meaning given to 

such terms in the Second Restated New England Power Pool Agreement (the “Second Restated NEPOOL 
Agreement”), the Participants Agreement, or the ISO New England Inc. (“ISO-NE”) Transmission, Markets 
and Services Tariff (“ISO-NE Tariff”). 
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I. MEMBER APPLICATIONS 

Correct Building Products LLC (“Correct Building Products”), is a manufacturer of 
polypropylene based composite decking products based in Biddeford, Maine.  Correct Building 
Products has indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL as a Small End User for governance 
purposes only.  Accordingly, Correct Building Products has elected to be a Governance Only 
Member.  

Correct Energy LLC (“Correct Energy”), a Related Person of Correct Building Products 
(see immediately above), and a licensed competitive electricity provider in the State of Maine,2 has 
indicated that it will participate in the New England Markets solely to serve the load of Correct 
Building Products.  Accordingly, Correct Energy will be a Market Participant End User. 

Concord Steam Corporation (“Concord Steam”), which is developing a 17 MW wood-fired 
cogeneration (combined heat and power) plant in Concord, New Hampshire, has indicated that it will 
participate in NEPOOL as a cogenerator and qualifying facility (“QF”). Concord Steam will initially 
participate as a Provisional Member of the Renewable Generation Sub-Sector of the Alternative 
Resources Sector. 

Evergreen Wind Power III, LLC (“Evergreen III”), a project company of First Wind 
Holdings, LLC, is developing a 60 MW wind park in the state of Maine.  Evergreen III has indicated 
that it will participate in NEPOOL, initially as a Provisional Member, and ultimately as an IPP. As 
with each of the First Wind-related companies, Evergreen III is, through various Madison Dearborn 
entities, a Related Person of Boston Generating, LLC, a member of the Generation Sector. 

GenConn Energy LLC (“GenConn”), which is developing generation at three existing 
generation facilities in Connecticut (100 MW at Devon Station; 200 MW at Middletown Station; 100 
MW at Montville Station), has indicated that it will ultimately participate in NEPOOL as an 
independent power producer (“IPP”). GenConn will initially participate as a Provisional Member.  
GenConn is a Related Person of NRG Power Marketing (Generation Sector) and The United 
Illuminating Company (Transmission Sector). 

Invenergy Thermal Connecticut LLC (“Invenergy”), has indicated that it will participate in 
NEPOOL, initially as a Provisional Member, and ultimately as an IPP.  Invenergy is a Related Person 
of Sutton Energy, a Provisional Member of the Generation Sector.  

Longfellow Wind, LLC (“Longfellow Wind”), a project company of First Wind Holdings, 
LLC, is developing a 55 MW wind park in the state of Maine.  Longfellow Wind has indicated that it 
will participate in NEPOOL, initially as a Provisional Member, and ultimately as an IPP.  As with

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each of the First Wind-related companies, Longfellow Wind is, through various Madison Dearborn 
entities, a Related Person of Boston Generating, LLC, a member of the Generation Sector. 

Madison Windpower, LLC (“Madison Windpower”) owns and operates the Madison 
Windpower Project in Madison County, New York, an approximately 11.55 MW generating facility.   
NEPOOL notes that the Commission determined Madison Windpower to be an EWG in Madison 
Windpower, LLC, 91 FERC ¶ 62,026 (2000).  Madison Windpower is also a QF, most recently 
providing a notice of self-certification as a QF on August 1, 2007 in Docket No. QF05-232-002.  
Madison Windpower will participate as a member of the Supplier Sector. 

MASSPOWER has indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL as an Alternative Resource 
Provider, Cogenerator, EWG and QF.  MASSPOWER is a Related Person of BG Dighton Power, a 
member of the Generation Sector. 

NAEA Energy Massachusetts, LLC (“NAEA Energy Massachusetts”) has indicated that it 
will participate in NEPOOL as an EWG and as a power marketer (an entity that purchases as a 
principal or as a principal and a broker at wholesale electric energy and capacity for resale to 
wholesale customers and resells such energy and capacity to wholesale customers in New England). 
NEPOOL notes that NAEA Energy Massachusetts (then known as Consolidated Edison Energy 
Massachusetts, Inc.)3 filed materials for engaging in power marketing activities under market-based 
rates and that those materials were accepted in Minergy Neenah, LLC et al., 88 FERC ¶ 61,102 
(1999). 

NAEA Newington Energy, LLC (“NAEA Newington”), a Related Person of NAEA Energy 
Massachusetts, has indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL as an EWG.  NEPOOL notes that the 
Commission determined Newington Energy (then known simply as Newington Energy, LLC) to be 
an EWG in Newington Energy, LLC, 93 FERC ¶ 62,001 (2000).  NEPOOL further notes that NAEA 
Newington filed materials for engaging in power marketing activities under market-based rates and 
that those materials were accepted by delegated letter order dated July 18, 2001 in Docket Nos. 
ER01-1526-000 and -001. 

Record Hill Wind LLC (“Record Hill”), which is currently developing a 55 MW wind 
project in Roxbury, Maine, has indicated that it will initially participate as a Provisional Member of 
the Renewable Generation Sub-Sector of the Alternative Resources Sector. 

Stetson Wind II, LLC (“Stetson Wind”), the third project company of First Wind Holdings, 
LLC in this filing, is developing a 12 MW wind park in the state of Maine.  Stetson Wind has 
indicated that it will participate in NEPOOL, initially as a Provisional Member, and ultimately as an 
IPP.  As with each of the First Wind-related companies, Stetson Wind is, through various Madison 
Dearborn entities, a Related Person of Boston Generating, LLC, a member of the Generation Sector.

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Towantic Energy, LLC (”Towantic”), which is developing an approximately 569 MW 
natural gas-fired combined cycle generating facility in Oxford, Connecticut, has indicated that it will 
participate in NEPOOL, initially as a Provisional Member, and ultimately as an EWG.  Towantic will 
initially participate as a Provisional Member of the Generation Sector.  

II. TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIPS 

Pursuant to Section 16.1(a) of the Second Restated NEPOOL Agreement, “[a]ny Participant 
shall have the right to terminate its status as a Participant upon no less than sixty (60) days’ prior 
written notice given to the Secretary of the Participants Committee.”  Bolt has provided such notice, 
requesting waiver of the sixty days’ notice requirement.  (See Attachment 17.)  If the termination of 
the Bolt membership is accepted for filing by the Commission, Bolt will be excused from any further 
obligation to pay Pool charges and relieved of their other Pool obligations and responsibilities from 
and after June 1, 2008.4 

 
III. REQUESTED EFFECTIVE DATES 

 Each of the Applicants has requested expedited consideration of its membership application. 
Expedited consideration of the termination of Bolt is also requested.  Accordingly, the NEPOOL 
Participants Committee requests that the Commission waive any applicable notice requirements to 
permit (i) the termination of the Participant status of Bolt to become effective June 1, 2008; and (ii) 
Applicants’ NEPOOL memberships to become effective July 1, 2008. 
 
IV.  ADDITIONAL SUPPORTING INFORMATION 

The NEPOOL Participants Committee has the authority, pursuant to Section 3.1 of the 
Second Restated NEPOOL Agreement and Sections 8.1.3(f) and (g) of the Participants Agreement, 
to act on an Entity’s application to become a Participant in NEPOOL.  By delegation of authority, the 
Participants Committee has authorized the Membership Subcommittee to approve applications and 
terminations which will be subject to the standard conditions, waivers and reminders established by 
the Participants Committee.  The Membership Subcommittee has reviewed the materials submitted 
by Applicants and Bolt and has approved the Applicants for membership in, and the termination of 
the Participant status of Bolt from, NEPOOL.  Accordingly, the following materials are submitted 
herewith for filing:

Agreement in tariff format.  ISO New England, Inc. and New England Power Pool, 95 FERC ¶ 61,384 at 
62,441-42 (2001).  Accordingly, proposed designations pursuant to Order 614 are not included.  However, 
because proposed changes to the NEPOOL Agreement are still required to be filed with the Commission with 
enough information provided to permit the Commission to view the proposed changes in the context of the 
composite Agreement, Id. at 62,442, Attachment 1 is included herewith and is marked to show the addition of 
Applicants to, and the removal of Bolt from, the list of NEPOOL Participants.

The materials filed herewith do not change the NEPOOL Agreement as previously filed with 
the Commission, other than to make Applicants additional Participants, and to terminate the 
Participant status of Bolt, in NEPOOL.  Therefore, no comparisons of the transactions and revenues 
or cost data are submitted.  No estimates of future transactions and revenues relating to participation 
by Applicants in NEPOOL are submitted because they cannot be made with any reasonable accuracy.  
Existing facilities are sufficient for service to Applicants.  Accordingly, no additional facilities are to 
be installed or modified by the Participants in order for Applicants to become Participants in 
NEPOOL pursuant to the Second Restated NEPOOL Agreement. 

An electronic copy of this filing has been furnished to all the members and alternates of the 
Participants Committee, which represent all of the electric utilities rendering or receiving service 
under the ISO-NE Tariff,7 as well as each of the independent power producers, power markets, 
power brokers, load aggregators, customer-owned utility systems, merchant transmission providers 
and end users that are currently Participants in the Pool.  This transmittal letter and the accompanying 
materials have also been sent to the governors and electric utility regulatory agencies for the six New 
England states which comprise the New England Control Area, and to the New England Conference 
of Public Utilities Commissioners, Inc.
